\D OF BEAUTY AND HARMONY : STKKIM

“The best and most beautiful things in the world cannot be seen or
even touched. They must be felt with the heart”, said Helen Keller.
For Sikkim this is a fact. Sikkim lies in a feeling - a feeling of natural
beauty, a feeling of loftiness and confidence and a feeling of mystery
and tranquility. Sikkim was an independent kingdom before 1975 and
really forbidden to the outside world for decades. Today Sikkim is
the second smallest state of India lying in the North-East with all its
abiding charms.

- Sikkim has everything that a tourist can long to see. Apart from

Gangtok, the state capital, there are several other small but charming
places which have an alluring beauty. They are: Bakhim, Dzongri,
Varsey, Yumthang, and many more. In fact, the whole Sikkim is
enchanting. Nearly 40% of the species of birds found all over India
and the neighboring countries like Nepal, Bhutan and Tibet have their
home in Sikkim. Sikkim is also a ‘floral paradise’ with over 4000
species of plants and flowers and it is in Sikkim where the International
Flower Festival is celebrated in the beginning of Summer season every
year. It is the land of lakes, glaciers and waterfalls shedding their
endless charm forever. And it is the native place of a cross-section of
humanity with various religious and cultural backgrounds. Bhutias,

Lepchas and Nepalese are original Sikkimese - all living w1th a superb
sense of blcndmg and tolerance.
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Bhutan, Nepal and Tibet are three countrics quite adjacent to Sikkim
and the blending of these Himalayan nations represents in Sikkim a
pleasing cultural panorama. Famous for its towering Dzongs (kingly
castles), spiritually charged monasterics, natural resorts and retreats,
Sikkim is also often referred to as *Trekkers’ Paradise’. The beautiful
Kanchenjunga and its zigzagging slopes make Sikkim and, of course,
its neighboring state Darjeeling - ‘The Himalayan Queen’.

Sikkim is distinguished for its natural scenery, which gets further
enhanced by the picturesque lakes of the state.The Lakes in Sikkim
are spring fed as well as river fed. In fact, Sikkim lakes can provide
some of the transcendent places, where you can spend a quality time
in solitude. Tsomgo Lake, Menmecho Lake, Khecheoprai Lake, Green
Lake, Samiti Lake, Cholamu Lake, Lakshmi Pokhari and Bidan Chu
Lake are the graceful lakes of Sikkim.

Sikkim is also a very special place for the animal kingdom. This
Himalayan region abounds in faunal beauty and there are hosts of
parks and wildlife sanctuaries in the whole of Sikkim. Some important
sanctuaries are: Kanchenjunga National Park, Fabong Lho Wildlife
Sanctuary, Shingba Rhododendron Sanctuary, Kyongnosla Alpine
Sanctuary, etc. Most of these sanctuaries are close to Gangtok, the
capital city of Sikkim. The Kanchenjunga National Park, spread in
over 850 sq. km., is particularly important and here various kinds of
leopards, Himalayan Black Bear, Carnivora, Blue Sheep, Himalayan
Tahr (a kind of goat), Goral, Musk Deer, etc are found .

Flowing-almost right across the length of Sikkim is the River Teesta.
Teesta originates from the Cholamu lake where it is hardly a stream.
Meeting Teesta at the border between Sikkim and West Bengal is its
major tributary the river Rangeet which originates from the Rathong
Glacier. ‘

Sikkim has many hot springs known for their medicinal value. The
most important are the ones located at Reshi , Yumthang and Ralang.
These springs are considered holy as one of the four holy caves is
located here. This holy cave is called the Kadosangphu or ‘cave of the
occult fairies’

Sikkim also enshrines a rich spiritual legacy very unique of its own
kind. Due to Sikkim’s vicinity with Tibet, Bhutan, and all these
countries, it has become a ‘nerve-center’ of Buddhism for a long time.
Later, when several sects or schools of Buddhism developed - such as
“Heenyan”, “Mahayaan”, “Vajrayaan”, etc. all these sects
harmoniously grew and evolved in Sikkim. Gompas, Nyingmpas,
Kargyupas, Gelugpas, and Sakyapas are some of the important
Buddhist branches in Sikkim having their monasteries in this state. In
Sikkim, there are more than 200 monasteries. Most of these
monasteries can be easily accessed from Gangtok and some of them
which are comparatively more famous are: Enchey Monastery,
Pemayangtse Monastery, Phentsang Monastery, Phodang Monastery,
Ralong Monastery, Rumtek Dharma Chakra Centre, Tsuk-la-khang

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Monastery, ctc. y -
Sikkinmese monasterics arc notjus'l :‘;plrltual centers. They are also ghe
‘netve-centers’ of arich cultural mnllcq. Fach monast'cry seems te(:mfng
with hundreds of monks engrossed in C()ntqmplatxng and exploring
truth. For people of Sikkim these monasterics are the rc;al sanctum
sanctorum where they bow with reverence ?{nd center their adoration
in multiple ways. Each monastery has special days andl cw;.e;]ts ;thn
people participate in religious activitics and perform co 81’ u Cl]l’ ft.ur-al
programs. Without these monasteries, there seems to be no life in
Sikkim.

Festival and mask dances provide a spectacle, perhaps nowhcrg to be
experienced in the entire world. On Saga‘ Dawa huge procc;swn, of
monks goes around Gangtok with holy scriptures. Phang Lhabsol is 2
festival celebrated to offer thanks to Mount Kanchendzonga, the
guardian deity of Sikkim. Kagyat dance is pgrforme{i every 28th and
29th day of the Tibetan calendar. Dasain is t_he blggest and xx}ost
important festival of the Hindu-Nepali population whlcl? symbo}xzes
the victory of good over evil. Tyohar (Depavali) the festival of lights
is celebrated 10 days after Dasain.

The cultural richness of Sikkim is also visible in its quality bandicrafts,
like carpet weaving, wood carving, thangka paintings and cno_ktse
tables. Throughout Sikkim, one can trace monasteries and ouildings,
festooned with symbols and icons carved in wood. ‘Thangkas’ are
usually made on cotton canvas with a frame of silk. These painitings
portray images of different Gods, Goddesses and philosophies related
to Buddhism. Choktse is a kind of foldable table and are renowned
here as well as outside India.

All these features comprise to make Sikkim ‘A Land of Beauty and
Harmony’.

A few weeks back, I saw in a newspaper that ‘Global Language Monitor’
had estimated that the last decade’s top used word was “global warming’
which was followed by 9/11” and ‘Obama’. Moreover, ‘climate change’
was reported to be the top used phrase, followed by ‘financial tsunami’
and ‘war on terror’. It is a positive sign because it indicates we are talking
more about our environmental crisis and weather changes than about a
political person, world leader, economic crisis, global politics (AsIseeit
the reason for terrorism) and other social preblems. Still I think a discussion
about global warming should never be a cliché as our very own existence
is intrinsically related to it. Here I want to convey some messages | got
from a thought provoking documentary film. The name of this film is
‘the 11" hour’, which delves into the causes of global warming, possible
consequences of climate changes, the functions of Government, politics,
corporate world and most importantly the role that a common human
being can take to save the environment from destruction.
According to Kenny Ausubel, when we use the term ‘save the environment’
we generate a misconception because the environment will survive with
its changed form but it is the human species that may not exist in that
§1tuation. The reason is quite clear and casy to understand. ‘Life on earth
is possible because number of parameters lie within a very certain narrow
range, some must be purely environmental like the earth has right
tl)(:rr:f;‘)cc:sr;truréa‘::g 'r:ircsssret to l_wc with tbe water? (Stephen I.-iawkingv
s ridge University). The biosphere is the most important

support system of life and change of environment may in turn cause the
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destruction of lifg of so many specics. Here is a big problem that most
people do not believe that the human specics can cver be extinet, They
think that either survival strategy (based on human intelligence) or
adaptability of life would somchow save this specics from complete
elimination always. However, it is a completely wrong idca. ‘Homo sapicns
are incredibly young specics® (Janine Benyus, Author, Biomimicry).
Human beings came very late in this planet. If we suppose that the carth
calendar started on 1* January, first human species came at 11:15 pm on
31% December. So, this planet has seen so many species before Homo
sapiens and interestingly, 99.9999% (4 decimal points) are alrcady extinct
(According to David Suzuki, Environmentalist). This formidable number
suggests that extinction is nothing but a natural phenomenon and human,
the most intelligent and gifted species of this planet may not be able to
escape it. Rather, as human exists at the top of the food chain it is more
vulnerable to extinction compared to other species. ‘Earth may spin well
around its axis without human beings...microorganisms and insects will
inherit the world’ (Paul Stamets, Mycologist). Hence, first we have to
believe that.we are now facing a survival crisis due to environmental
changes and this crisis was mostly generated by human itself.
Earth has a natural greenhouse effect. It could have had much cooler
temperature, but fortunately, greenhouse gases like methane, CO, etc.
trap extra heat and keep it warmer. Because of industrial revolution,
burning of fuels increased the level of greenhouse gases many fold and
gradually made this natural phenomenon of green house effect to an
unnatural one that is causing extreme climate changes. There are written
evidences and speculations that in coming years we are going to face
more fiood, drought, cyclones etc. If fuel burning, deforestation, soil
erosion and water pollution continues unabated, within next fifty years
the earth temperature will increase up to 4°C that is adequate enough tc
invite devastating consequences that defy imagination; arctic ice will
definitely melt and newly formed water submerge most part of land part
in earth creating 150 million replaced refugees. ?
“The scientific community of the world has general consensus about two
. issues; first, global warming is happening and second, responsibility of
itis attributed to human activities’(Peter Domenocal, Associate Professor,
Columbia University). It is clear that human activities are responsible for
climate changes; but the main question is what factors are hindering us to
take action. First thing is government policies as well as politics. For the
last 30 years scientists have been gathering thousands of evidences that
clearly suggest how deforestation, soil erosion, indiscriminate use of
chemicals and pesticides, water pollution etc. are causing destructive
changes in the biosphere. Unfortunately, these overwhelming reports were
either suppressed or refuted out by political and corporate leaders. One
US based scientist once told that 99 percent people in United States think
global warming is happening and the rest work is for the White House.
One example can illustrate how scientific works were being interfered by
corporate and political leaders. Former senior associate of ‘US climate
change science’ progarm Rick Piltz once sent his review report on climate
changes that pointed finger on the indiscriminate activities of fossil fuel
industries for global warming. However, his report came back from the
White House with a large number of edits (handwritten) done by Phill
Cooney, a professional lawyer cum lobbyist for American Petrochemical
Industries. How possibly can a scientific document could be corrected by
a lawyer without any science background? ‘The political leaders
throughout the world are always responsive to high powers and now fossil
fuel industries are the high powers’ (Michel Gilobter). The fact is that a
greed factor is always associated with the global economy. Global economy
is nothing but a subsystem and its parent system is always the biosphere
or nature and the problem is that the subsystem, being expandable
encroaches upon the parent system (which is fixed) leading gradual
destruction of the later.

1 think, ninc out of ten people in the world believe that global warming is
a Government concern and the common people have nothing to do with
that, It is a wrong idca per sc. We can scc that consumerist behaviors of
common people have been changed drastically in last few decades. There
is a basic connection between these consumerist behaviors with the global
cconomy that has cnormous influence on Government policies. Fuel
industries always expand on the demand of common people and it is the
growing demand and greed of common people that are encouraging the
fuel industries to destroy natural resources rampantly. It is very difficult
to make people understand that when they become more consumerist and
more demanding for excess and unnecessary goods they jeopardize their
own existence. ‘It is not that consumption is bad but it should not be
totally out of balance and we have to change the idea from well having to
well being’ (Betsy Taylor, Founder, Centre for the New American Life).
Moreover, we have to prepare our next generation so that they can protect
the nature. It will not be sufficient just to include subjects like
enyironmental science or ecology in the syllabus. When we allow our
children to watch television, they see thousands of advertisements and
corporate logos that make them believe that the consumption is the only
purpose of life. How could one expect a child who spend four to six hour
before television per day to know something from nature and do something
to protect it in future?

The factors we discussed so far are related to urban society and these deal
with educated people. What about rural and uneducated people who are
not as detached from nature as urban and suburban people are? Let us
consider undeveloped part of Africa that contains a considerable proportion
cf rainforests of the whole world. For many years, deforestation has been
a serious problem for this continent. 2004 Nobel Prize laureate Wangari
Maathai says ‘In my part of the world, I tell people do not cut mountain
trees irresponsibly because if you cut these trees, river will stop flowing,
rains will become irregular, crops will not grow and you will die of hunger
and starvation. Now the problem is people can not make those linkages’.
It is very difficult to convey the emergency of global warming to the
uneducated people because even many well-educated persons do not
understand it. However, we are not left with many options. We have to
educate ourselves and others by any means so that everyone can understand
how their activities may undermine the environment. Only imposition of
law and regulation may not suffice to save our nature.

For so many years scientists cried foul to the indifference of White House
to global warming. Winston Churchill once told that Americans always
do the right thing but only when they are not left with any other option.
Now, when we see Barack Obama taking the initiative to gather world
leaders and convincing them about the emergency of the situation we
have to understand that we are really going to face tremendous survival
crisis. We do have different technologies to save our environment but
these must need cooperation of people from all parts of the world
irrespective of culture, ethnicity, race, social status and religion.

Suitable Boy to movies like My Best Friends Wef/‘/"’Y, or any
bollywood family drama, I leave none. So when Chetan Bhagat
relcascd his fourth book Two States: The Story of my Marriage o,
g October as 4 Diwali gift to bookwqrms like me, I took up the
chance to glance through wha't he haq in store this time.

“Tiyo States” is @ semi-autobiographical love story of the author,
a love story between two IIM — A graduates,
nanya Sreenivasan Tamil Nadu. . The twist in the tale
comes when they want to marry with their parems’ consent 1"athe:‘;l t]han choosmg the easy
way of eloping. Inter-caste marriages are still a taboo in Indxa'an et alcqe an mter-stat,e
marriage of a Punjabi and a Tam Brahmin! But then the story llqe heac?s this way only,_]t s
all about how they convince their parents to love eaqh others fam:ly. Krish ‘mayb‘e a P,UPJ‘abi
boy, but he is blissfully unaware how in his community greedily and offensively ‘boy’s’ side
can come on the ‘girl’s’ side during a Punjabi wedding. Similarly, Ananya, the Tamilian girl
is completely unlike other Tamil girls: For one she is not as dark as southf:m girls and unlike
her staunch family, she both drinks and eats meat. In short the cultl{ral differences of north-
Indian families and south-Indian families are portrayed very w'ell in a funny way. Without
giving away much of the details of the storyline, I would review it as a good bedtime reading
with a happy ending. ) . )

Chetan Bhagat has been called by The New York Times as the blgges.t-sellmg English-
language novelist in India’s history. With his first three books already being widely read in
India, he released his fourth book which generated a lot of anticipation before the release on
Twitter and other online spaces. But whether the novelist has kept himself up to the
expectations is a matter to be discussed now. Upon reading all his four books in sepquence,
I personally come to a conclusion that his Five Point Scimecone was brilliant, One Night at
the Call Center was passable and Three Mistakes of 113 Life was pathetic.
