_Ragglng is a form of abuse on new comers to cducational
}nstututions. In plain English, it means bullying a new student
Wh?reas the legal definition of the word is seen as doing any act
which causes or is likely to cause any physical, psychological or
phys_icological harm, shame or embarrassment to a student. Though
ragging can be located in almost all educational institutions, it is
mostly focussed in the technical colleges.
Ragging has a long history. But its current situation has reached
an extreme. It has taken a sharp turn from mere practical jokes to
the extent of torture on innocent students mentally, physically and
sometimes even sexually. It is presently even categorised as a
criminal activity by the supreme court of India.
Ragging is different from other crimes because the motive is to
get perverse pleasure. It is also different because it is actively
promoted by certain sections of the society. But its outcome is
seriously severe. Behind the facade of 'welcoming' new students
ragging in actuality is a notorious practice to harass junior
counterpart, andmore often than not, make them easy targets to
satiate their own perverse sasistic pleasures. Those unfortunate

This year, the UGC has drafted even stricter norms against ragging.
These include abetment to ragging, unlowful assembly and rioting,
public nuisance, violation of decency and morals, injury to body,
causing hurt, wrongful confinement, use of criminal force, assault,
sexual offence, extortion, criminal trespass and offences against
property. S

Any student found guilty of ragging will face cancellation of
admission, suspension, with holding results, expulsion from hostel
and a fine of Rs. 25,000. There is also a provision for collective
punishment when the persons committing ragging not identified.

Ragging is problem of the students and by the students; and
therefore, the solution to it also lies with the students. With ragging
becoming rampant in colleges, it is about time that the student
community awakens its conscience to this inhuman practice before
more and more innocent students become victims of it and before
more and more education institutes are degraded by it. From this
column I want to suggest to our beloved senior students to put and
end to this inhuman method of welcoming the fresher.

THE MAGICAL TOUCH

(Based on true facts)

Prof V.P Filatov was lost in his profound thoughts for his patient,
His patient was a small boy, who hurt his eyes while playing
‘Danguli’ When the wounds cleared off, it left behind a dull
deglared stone like cornea, which had lost all ability to let light
inside. The accident had blinded the boy but the inner core of his
eye retained the power of vision. The boy’s father pleaded- “Isn’t
there any medicine, Doctor, that can give life to the dead eye ?”

The prof. moved his head admitting that no such medicine had yet
been devised. The grief inundated his father’s voice but still he
pleaded the prof. to intort his mind for a solution.

The prof. conflagrated with his idea that if a serene cornea can
replace the scratched cornea of the boy, he can regain his vision.
But the biggest question was still unanswered. The one who could
give his cornea whole-heartedly wound be the role model of

serenity. So the prof went out to the eye infirmary for help, but
returned in vain. He prayed and pleaded for help to the ruthless,

selfish crowd, when a boy, Joseph, stood up, “I will denate my eye
to him.” Finally it was all set up. ;

But Filatov couldn’t sleep peacefully as the righ? .- had yet
began. He was plunged in his questions as to how v« : operate
the boy ? The cornea had no vessels, no place for s:. Sidng
as such. But finally he prepared his mind for th- . . . He

first loosened a strip of conjunctina about a quarter oi an inch
wide from the upper part of the eye. This was to function later as a
bandage to hold the graft in position. He then cut short slots in
opaque cornea. He had already applied the cold storage cornea

with a circular saw. Transfering Joseph’s cornea to the blind boy

was of few minutes. He then strapped the graft in position and
bandaged both their eyes. Gradually the time had come to remove
the bandages. The heavy air of suspense lifted up when he saw his
experiment bringing result. Josgph could now see from his one
eye and the beautiful invention changed the life of the blind boy.
Joseph became the first eye doner and Filatov’s role model of serene
humanity,

~ In 1909, Filatov courageously attempted his first eye-grafting

operation. His theory placed forth views that if cornea or any tissue
of a dead person is placed in cold condition of 2°C - 4°C, it regains
its storability and briskness. He also learned that on storing in cold
condition, the preserved cells produce a chemical useful for perfect
attachment. He named those chemicals as “Biogenic Stimulators.”

Filatov’s experiment created history. In 1918, with the declaration
of end of World War II, his studies got tremendous opportunity to
be ifnplemented. Prof. Filatov assembled the perfect eyes from the
dead victims of the war, preserved it for seven days and replace

~ them to the blinded soldiers to give them new light of life. He

proved that operation done with cornea of a living person shows
24% result while that of dead person show 64% result.

Thus by implementing his procedurgé, lives of numerous blinded
persons have changed making famed Russian Scientist, Prof. V.P.
Filafgv as the Father of tissue therapy. He was the director of the
institute V.P. Filatov Research Institute of Eye Disease and Tissue
Therapy. P
