A PERSC 'S BLOOD TYPE

Scientists have ! 414 particular type of enzyme can cut
away antigens in bica - =, .24 A and B, and thereby make them more
like Type O - considered the ‘universal' blood type, because it is the
only type that can be donated to anyone without the risk of provok-
ing a life-threatening immune response.

The team, from the University of British Columbia, Canada, worked
with a family of enzymes called 98 glycoside hydrolase, extracted
from a strain of Streptococcus pneumoniae. Over many generations,
they were able to engineer a super high-powered enzyme strain
that can very effectively snip away blood antigens where previous

generations of the enzyme struggled.

! Many a times getting the right type of blood during an emergency

becomes difficult, and it has to do with the different types of residue
that can accumulate on the surface of red blood cells. Blood type A
and B both have this residue - A has an N-acetylgalactosamine resi-
due, and B has a galactose residue - and Type AB has a mixture qf
both. Only Blood Type O is free from this residue, which means it
can be received by any patient, no matter what type they’re carry-

ing.
